Abstract: The article is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the ways of
expressing the author's position in the short epic forms of A.P. Chekhov. The
evolution of Chekhov's method from early humoresques to mature psychological
stories is considered. Special attention is paid to the "subjective" and "objective"
principles, the role of the artistic subtext, and the specifics of the finale in Chekhov's
short stories. The author proves that the absence of a direct author's evaluation is a
form of supreme trust in the ethical self-determination of the reader.
